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|. PURPOSE OF CCA

A. History of CCA

Calvary Christian Academy, a K-12 college preparatory school, was founded in 1972 out of a
community need for a valuable Christ-centered educational facility that would prepare children for
life as Children of God. Much has been accomplished since the school was founded. We look
forward to continued growth, with a commitment to excellence in providing quality elementary,
middle and senior high school education.

B. Statement of Purpose

Calvary Christian Academy is a private school, distinctly Christian in atmosphere and approach to
education. We seek to aid in guiding each child to a true perspective of life, the world and the
universe, as revealed in the Bible. We strongly encourage students to consistently increase moral
strength, spiritual insight and academic integrity with which to live as responsible citizens and
effective Christians. We desire that our students come to a personal knowledge of Christ as
Savior and Lord and demonstrate a sincere desire for spiritual growth. We aspire to create an
educational community that honors the Lord in everything we do.

C. Statement of Faith

Calvary Christian Academy seeks to serve those of all Christian backgrounds, and desires a spirit
which is truly trans-denominational in its attitude and emphasis:

ll. Admissions

Tour

Parents must call the Main Office at (510) 222.3828 to schedule a tour of the school with our
Registrar, Tracy Herrera. During the tour, you will visit our campus and the class(es) your child
will enter, depending on your child’s age. You will also have the opportunity to meet our staff,
and learn more about our program.

Application
Parents must return the Application for Admission with the $50 application fee to the Main Office.
The application fee is non-refundable.

Acceptance

After the tour, CCA will review your application for admission. Most applicants receive notification
of acceptance within one week of applying. Depending on age and availability, your child may be
placed on the waiting list. Your child's acceptance letter will inform you of her/his class, start date,
and tuition payment instructions.

Enrollment

Parents receive an Enroliment Contract with the child's acceptance letter. Please return the
Enroliment Contract, along with the nonrefundable $195 registration fee, book fee and one
month’s tuition payment in order to reserve your child's space in the class.

Medical Packet

Parents receive a Registration Card and Medical Packet with the child's acceptance letter. All
forms need to be completed, signed, dated, and returned. Please return the complete packet with
your child's immunization records to the Main Office at least two weeks prior to your child's start
date.

Payment

The registration fee and first payment must be made by cash, cashier’s check, or money order,
and must be returned with the Enrollment Contract, prior to the child’s start date. All subsequent
payments are due by the 1st of each month and late on the 10" of each month.

Tee Shirt
All new students should purchase a Calvary Christian Academy tee shirt to be worn on field trips,
and on Friday to show school spirit!

Parent Handbook

When the child starts school, the family will receive a Parent Handbook which contains
information about Calvary Christian Academy policies and rules. Parents must return the signed
Parent Statement at the back of the Handbook within one week of your child’s start date.

lll. Rules of Conduct

Calvary Christian Academy exists for the honor and glory of Jesus Christ. Our students’ behavior
and attitudes should reflect this stated objective. The administration, faculty and staff will work in
concert with the home as we strive toward teaching our students appropriate and Godly behavior.
We will encourage our students to allow the Holy Spirit to work in their lives as they look to the
principles of God’s Word for daily guidance. Our conduct will be a major factor in making

Calvary Christian Academy a “light” in our community.



A. Student Behavior Expectations

Students are expected to:

« Follow with understanding the guidelines set forth in the Parent/Student Handbook.
* Respect and appropriately respond to peers, faculty and Calvary families.

« Take ownership for their behavior, attitudes and speech.

* Respect the rights of others, in and out of the classroom.

« Demonstrate proper respect for school facilities and property.

« Use Christ-like language in and out of the classroom.

* Be honest in all situations.

B. Specific Behavior Guidelines
1. Respect for Authority
» Students are expected to honor the authority of the school. Administrative personnel, full
and part-time faculty, staff members and coaching staff are all given charge over
students in enforcing discipline.
» Students should use appropriate titles (i.e. Miss, Mrs., or Mr.) when addressing faculty
and staff.

2. Relationships

» Students involved in relationships should maintain a Christian example in speech,
conduct and purity at all times. Students are to refrain from inappropriate public displays
of affection (PDA) during the course of the school day, on school grounds, and at all
CCA-sponsored events and activities.

» No form of PDA is allowed and any such activity is subject to discipline including
detention and up to suspension.

» Same-gender relationships that are inconsistent with what scripture mandates are
prohibited at CCA — on campus or school sponsored events. We look to both Romans 1
and 1 Corinthians 6 as our scriptural mandate.

3. Harassment

Sexual harassment will not be tolerated. This refers to behavior that is unwelcome, personally
offensive in nature, disrespectful of the rights and dignity of others, and disruptive of the school
environment.

* Verbal harassment includes sexual innuendos, sexually suggestive comments,
profanity, inappropriate whistling, sexually related jokes, sexual propositions, and
verbal threats.

* Visual harassment includes sexually suggestive objects and pictures, cartoons,
sexual graphics, leering, and obscene gestures.

* Physical harassment includes unwanted and unnecessary physical contact,
touching, pinching and assault.

The school has a legal obligation to ensure that the school environment is free from all forms of
discrimination and harassment. Accordingly, such behaviors will be treated within the confines of
the law. Complaints should be directed to an adult in authority such as a teacher, coach,
administrator, etc.

4. Respect for Property
e Students are expected to respect school facilities and property at all times.
e Students are expected to respect the belongings of others.
*  Graffiti is strictly forbidden on school grounds. Any student who is destructive of school
property will be disciplined up to and including suspension or expulsion. Parents are
financially liable for the damage caused by their child.



5. Alcohol, Drugs and Tobacco

The use, possession and/or distribution of alcohol, drugs or tobacco both on campus, including
the parking lot, and at school-sponsored events is strictly forbidden. Law enforcement may be
involved with any alcohol, drug or tobacco incident. Any suspicion of such activity will be
investigated by CCA staff and administration. Any such activity that is verified by staff will result
in immediate expulsion.

6. Honesty
Students are expected to be honest in all school situations including the taking of tests,
completion of homework and in the relationships that are part of daily school life.

7. Christian Lifestyle
Students should demonstrate a lifestyle, both on or off campus that is consistent with the
scriptural mandate for Christ-like behavior.

C. Upper School Discipline Policy

Calvary Christian Academy is dedicated to creating a nurturing climate for learning. At CCA, we
believe that the most effective learning occurs in school communities in which the social-
emotional and spiritual growth of the students is as much priority as is the commitment to
academic rigor. To ensure our growth and the effectiveness of the CCA school climate, the staff
will direct efforts model the democratic process and provide extraordinary opportunities for
students and adults to learn and practice skills and dispositions that provide the foundation for
active citizenship. CCA would like students from preschool through Grade 12 to learn and
practice vital social skills, such as empathy, emotion management, problem solving, and
cooperation. These essential life skills help students in the classroom, on the playground, at
home and throughout life. An important aspect in teaching children accountability and positive
self-regulation is through reflection; to that end, Calvary staff will work with each student on an
individualized basis in order to achieve this balance of social intelligence and academic growth
that are so inextricably linked.

CCA directs efforts at developing a positive mental attitude with God that affects how students
see themselves, how they relate to others, and how they relate to their environment. A
progression of preventive measures is taken with each student before any corrective procedures
take place. Corrective measures are outlined for the benefit of students, parents and teachers.
Disciplinary issues are usually solved in class for all students. School discipline cannot be
effective without the support, assistance and involvement of parents. If students do not respond
to the teacher or school authority then the following guidelines will be used:

In-Class Discipline

Each teacher is responsible for the communication and daily enforcement of classroom and
school standards. Teachers will talk with students about disciplinary matters on a personal and
private basis when necessary. Counseling, writing name on the board, staying after class or
school, leaving class for a short period of time and writing lines are examples of initial steps that
may be taken to correct problems and to call attention to the fact that incorrect behavior must not
continue. When a behavioral problem appears to be habitual, teachers will first “process” a
student.

» Processing: When a student is cited for habitual classroom infractions the teacher will (1)
contact the nearest processing teacher, (2) provide the student with a reflection form, (3)
send the student to the assigned processing center/teacher, (4) the student will complete
the processing form under the guide of the processing teacher, (5) the student will return
to class. All processed students will receive a detention.

Repeated offenses will subject the student to higher levels of discipline and calls to the parent.



Detention/Work Detail

An assignment of detention or work detail is a more serious matter for it signifies to parents and
administration that students have not chosen to correct misbehavior on their own and are in need
of additional help to understand the seriousness of the problem. Detentions can be given for, but
are not limited to, the following offenses: disrespect to school staff or administration, disrespect to
or defacing of school property, lying, cheating, poor attitude, repeated classroom disobedience,
repeated dress code violations, gum-chewing or other infraction of school policy.

Work Detail will comprise of cleaning school facilities including but not limited to: washing
windows, vacuuming classroom and halls, removing gum, picking up trash, picking weeds,
washing doors, doorknobs and baseboards, cleaning tables and whiteboards, sweeping
woodchips and other duties as needs arise.

Detentions are 40 minutes in length and will be held on Wednesdays from 3:20 p.m. to 4:00 p.m.
in the Dean’s office. A student who fails to serve a detention/work detail by the assigned date is
said to be absent without notice (AWON). In that case, the original detention/work detail is
rescheduled and an additional detention/work detail is assigned. A second AWON in any given
quarter (nine week grading period) will result in an assignment to attend Saturday School or In
School Suspension (ISS). Each subsequent AWON will result in a full-day, off-campus
suspension. The AWON “slate” is cleared at the end of each quarter.

Accumulation of Poor Behavior

An accumulation throughout the year of poor behavior will result in a student reaching new
discipline levels. Students can reach a new discipline level by an accumulation of detentions
(every three detentions equals a new level) as well as major violations of the discipline policy (any
suspension will result in a new level). It is the desire of the CCA administration to assist troubled
students by identifying possible causes for poor behavior, and whenever possible, working with
the parents to correct the behavior.

Green Level: The student will have a conference with the principal. Parents are informed via a
phone call. The student will be suspended for one day off campus. Also, the student will
automatically be ineligible for extra-curricular events for three weeks.

Yellow Level: The student will serve a three-day, off-campus suspension. A parent conference at
school, with the principal will be scheduled to review the concerns and discuss the
consequences. The student is declared ineligible for extra-curricular activities and denied the
privilege of attending off campus events such as class trips, the Prom and the senior trip.
Underclassmen reaching the yellow level will begin the new school year (if allowed to return) on
behavior probation.

Red Level: The student will be suspended from school until the Administration meets to make a
recommendation regarding outplacement.

Suspensions

A student may be suspended from school for up to five consecutive days for serious violations of
school rules and policies including the misuse of God’s name, vulgar language, fighting, cheating,
inappropriate behavior in chapel, truancy, cutting class, leaving campus during the school day,
disrespect of staff, talking out of turn or talking back in class, or other infraction of school policy.
Such punishment is at the sole and absolute discretion of the administration.

A student who commits any of the following offenses can be subject to immediate suspension
and will reach a new discipline level. The student may be subject to citation or arrest by
the police:

« Fighting

e Cheating

e Theft



« Insubordination (open defiance of authority or resistance to control)

» Use, possession and/or distribution of alcohol, drugs or tobacco in any form, on campus or at a
school-sponsored event

» Possession of firecrackers and fireworks

e Gambling

« Vandalism or willful destruction of property

* The possession of pornography or the acquisition of such using the school computer network

« Harassment of any type (including, but not limited to, by phone, text messaging, mail, email or
internet sites)

« Hazing, physical abuse, or endangering the safety of others

Administrative Suspension

A student who commits any of the following is subject to immediate and indefinite suspension and
an administrative review by school administration and, if appropriate, referral to law enforcement
officials:

« Possession of a weapon on campus or at a school sponsored event

» Possession of an explosive device

» Use, possession and/or distribution of alcohol, drugs or tobacco in any form, on campus or at a
school-sponsored event

« Being under the influence of drugs, alcohol or other controlled substances on campus or at a
school sponsored event

« Assault

e Theft

In-School Suspension

In-School Suspension (ISS) is assigned to students who receive a second AWON from detention
in any given quarter (nine week grading period). ISS will be assigned the first day the student
returns to school after the AWON. Each subsequent AWON will result in a full-day, off-campus
suspension. The AWON “slate” is cleared at the end of each quarter.

Saturday School

Saturday School is assigned to students who have accumulated five (5) tardies in a given quarter,
students who have failed to serve an assigned detention/work detail twice in a quarter, students
who have received their first level of discipline or students who have failed to report to a Saturday
School.

Saturday School meets from 8 a.m. to 10 a.m. various Saturdays throughout the school year.
Students and parents will be notified via telephone and letter at least one week prior to the
assigned date. There will be a $20.00 charge for Saturday School. This fee will pay the faculty
member who oversees Saturday School. Saturday school assignments can not be reassigned or
excused by parents; it is the responsibility of the student and parent to make proper
arrangements to attend assigned Saturday School. Failure to attend Saturday School will result
in suspension.

Please contact the Dean in cases of extreme emergency as soon as the situation arises.
Contacting the Dean after the assigned Saturday School has passed will not excuse the absence
and will result in suspension.

D. Lower School Discipline Policy

Calvary Christian Academy is dedicated to creating a nurturing climate for learning. At CCA, we
believe that the most effective learning occurs in school communities in which the social-
emotional and spiritual growth of the students is as much priority as is the commitment to
academic rigor. To ensure our growth and the effectiveness of the CCA school climate, the staff
will direct efforts model the democratic process and provide extraordinary opportunities for
students and adults to learn and practice skills and dispositions that provide the foundation for



active citizenship. CCA would like students from preschool through Grade 12 to learn and
practice vital social skills, such as empathy, emotion management, problem solving, and
cooperation.

An important aspect in teaching children accountability and positive
self-regulation is through reflection; to that end, Calvary staff will work with each student on an
individualized basis in order to achieve this balance of social intelligence and academic growth
that are so inextricably linked.

Lower Elementary (1-2)
= First consequence: Benched 5 minutes at recess
= Second consequence: Benched 10 minutes at recess, call home
= Third consequence: Benched 15 minutes

= Fourth consequence: The student will have a conference with the principal. Parents are
informed by letter.

Accumulation of Poor Behavior

An accumulation throughout the year of poor behavior will result in a student reaching new
discipline levels (as explained above). Students can reach a new discipline level by an
accumulation of times benched as well as committing major violations of the discipline policy (any
suspension will result in a new level). It is the desire of the CCA administration to assist troubled
students by identifying possible causes for poor behavior, and whenever possible, working with
the parents to correct the behavior.

Upper Elementary (3-6)
= First consequence: Benched or other appropriate discipline
= Second consequence: Loss of entire recess, call home

= Third consequence: Student is to personally call parent from the classroom (if possible),
explaining that this is the third warning and one more will constitute a trip to the office.

= Fourth consequence: The student will have a conference with the principal. Parents are
informed by letter.

Accumulation of Poor Behavior

An accumulation throughout the year of poor behavior will result in a student reaching new
discipline levels (as explained above). Students can reach a new discipline level by an
accumulation of times benched as well as committing major violations of the discipline policy (any
suspension will result in a new level). Itis the desire of the CCA administration to assist troubled
students by identifying possible causes for poor behavior, and whenever possible, working with
the parents to correct the behavior.
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E. Suspected Child Abuse Policy

The State of California requires Calvary Christian Academy to report allegations of suspected
child abuse to the proper governmental authority when there is a reasonable suspicion or
reasonable basis for believing that physical or emotional abuse, sexual abuse and exploitation,
inadequate supervision, or other forms of abuse have occurred. While the school is expected to
communicate with parents regarding the well-being of their children, the administration is placed
between the parent and the state, acting on behalf of the parent and in accordance with state law.
It is the school’s policy not to contact parents in advance of making a report to legal authorities.
See Penal Code Article 2.5 Section 11174.3. Appropriate school staff will make such reports in
the best interests of the affected child and do not, once reasonable suspicion is established, have
any legal alternative except to make the report to the proper authorities for their investigation and
review. The school may also undertake an inquiry prior to making a report to determine whether
or not there are sufficient grounds to require reporting.

F. Conflict Resolution

We believe that conflicts can be resolve through clear, loving communication. Parents must first
bring a concern to the adult involved, then to the principal, and finally to the school board if no
earlier resolution can be affected. Likewise, a teacher should deal with a student, parent, or
colleague before consulting the principal and finally the school board. Matthew 18: 15-17 states:
“If your brother sins against you, go and show him his fault, just between the two of you. If he
listens to you, you have won your brother over. But if he will not listen, take one or two others
along, so that every matter may be established by the testimony of two or three witnesses. If he
refuses to listen to them, tell it to the church; and if he refuses to listen even to the church, treat
him as your would a pagan or a tax collector.”

G. Academic Honesty in Learning
Cheating includes looking at another student’s paper during a test, copying another student’s
homework and all forms of plagiarism. Students who are intentionally dishonest will be given a
failing grade for the activity in question, and their parents will be notified. Each offense will be
disciplined. Repeated offenses may lead to suspension or dismissal from school.
=  Students should not submit any homework that is not their own.
= Tests, exams, or quizzes submitted to a teacher must be the sole work of the student.
=  Submitted work should be prepared in accordance with the rules, limitations, and
regulations established by the teacher or in the course.
= Students should not seek to gain an advantage in exams they are about to take by
obtaining advanced access to particular questions or copies of the teacher’'s exam.
=  When writing a paper, students should not claim work done by others as their own
(plagiarism).
Plagiarism is the practice of claiming, or implying, original authorship or
incorporating material from someone else's written or creative work, in whole or
in part, into one's own without adequate acknowledgement.

H. Dress Code

Students are expected to follow the dress code whenever on campus or at school sponsored
events. Parents are expected to support the school in our efforts to maintain a Christian
environment.

The Calvary Christian Academy Upper School dress code consists of:

e Solid color khaki or black pants with no distinctive stitching or branding -- no cargo pants,
no jeans/denim, girls may wear solid color khaki or black pants, shorts, skorts or skirts --
no cargo pants, no jeans/denim

* Any solid color, three button polo shirts with no distinctive stitching or branding other
than Calvary issued polos and shirts

* The Calvary Christian Academy Lower School dress codes consists of khaki (no cargo)
pants, shorts, girls my wear skorts or skirts with no distinctive stitching or branding

* Any solid color, three button polo shirts with no distinctive stitching or branding
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On Chapel days upper school boys must wear black pants, a white dress shirt buttoned
at the neck, a tie work neatly at the neck and shirts neatly tucked in at all times.

On chapel days upper school girls must wear solid black skirts, leggings are allowed
underneath skirt but no jeans or any other pants can be worn.

Shorts, skorts and skirts must meet the top of the knee

Pants must be worn at the top of the hip

Undershirts must never hang below polos

Polo shirts must never hang below the bottom of the pants pocket

Hair must be that of a natural color

Hair is to be clean and neat at all times

Friday WILL NOT be a free dress day.

Dress for all students should be modest in terms of:
Fashion — it should not call attention to one’s self.
Decorum — it should reflect purity of heart.

Price — it should not become a competitive priority.

Clothing should be practical (fit the needs of the day), clean and in good repair.
The following types of clothing are not acceptable:

No sweat pants or shorts made of similar material (i.e. Fleece or flannel)

No pajama bottoms

No slippers

No open toe shoes

No “Heely’s” or wheels in shoes

No CCA issued PE clothes when not in PE class

No Spandex pants, shorts or tops

No tops with straps less than 1 %z in. in width

Girl’'s may wear tank tops with straps a minimum of 1 %z inches, no off the shoulder,
immodest necklines (no exposed cleavage), or tight fitting tops allowed

No exposed midriffs or undergarments at anytime

No pants or shorts that expose undergarments during normal activity (including sitting or
raising of the hand)

No baggy or sagging pants

No tight fitting clothing

No straps exposed

No pants or shirts that are see through and expose undergarments underneath clothing
No “gothic” clothing or accessories: skulls, hanging chains, spikes/spiked clothing

No cutoff shorts, frayed clothing or jeans with holes.

No apparel that displays suggestive pictures, inappropriate slogans, and graphics related
to alcohol, drugs, or tobacco, secular music groups and secular music stations

No gang related-type clothing (including bandanas)

No visible tattoos or body piercings (others than one earring per lobe for girls)

No camouflage or fatigue clothing

No hats, hoods or head scarves worn at any time during the school day, on school
grounds

All students must have hair color that is a natural color. Hair must be clean and neat.
Necklaces must be tucked into shirts

One bracelet per wrist

One ring per hand

GIRLS FREE DRESS
Girls must abide by the above general dress code guidelines as well as the following:
Jewelry:

Girls may wear one earring per lobe, no wider or longer than one inch
One ring per hand
One watch

= One Bracelet
= One necklace
Shirts and Tops:

= Girls may wear tank tops. The tops must have straps that have a minimum width of 1 %%
inch. No off-the shoulder, immodest necklines (no exposed cleavage) or tight fitting tops
allowed.

= No exposed midriffs or undergarments at any time

= No straps exposed

= No undergarments are to be visible or exposed during normal daily activity, including
sitting.
= No pants that are see through and expose undergarments underneath clothing.
= No tight pants
» Shorts: A 4-inch inseam is required
»  Skirts: Bottom of skirt and slit must meet the top of the knee
» Skorts: If it looks like a skirt, it must follow the skirt guidelines (above).

BOYS FREE DRESS
Boys must abide by the above general guidelines as well as the following:
Jewelry:

= Onering per hand

=  One watch

= One Bracelet

= One necklace — must be tucked into shirt

= Earrings are not permitted — no clear studs — nothing in earlobe
Clothing Guidelines:

= No tank tops
No sleeveless tops
No baggy jeans
No undergarments exposed at any time (including when sitting)
No eyeliner
No nail polish
No facial make-up
Hair must not be longer than the shirt collar or over the eye brows or ears
Facial hair must be neatly trimmed

The dress code is in effect for all CCA-sponsored events. At any off-campus activities that involve
swimming, girls must wear modest one-piece swimsuits and boys must wear modest fitting
trunks.

Violation of Dress Code

First offense: Student will be asked to change and a phone call will be made to the student’s
parents. Each additional violation: Same as above plus student will be assigned a detention.
Students and parents are expected to support the dress code whether or not they agree with
each detail. The school staff reserves the right to determine what is acceptable and
appropriate.

l. Attendance

1. Start of school and before/after school hours (Grades 7-12)

School starts for all upper school students at 8:00 a.m. Students should not be on campus earlier
than 7:30 a.m. or after 3:30 p.m. (Monday through Thursday) and 12:15 p.m. (Friday) unless
engaged in a school-sponsored activity or granted special permission by the school office. School
doors are opened at 7:45 on school days. The library is open for after school study.

School starts at 8:30 a.m. for 1% and 2" grades.
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School starts at 8:15 a.m. for 3™ through 6" grades.

Students are expected to be present at all classes and chapel services. The school monitors the
attendance record of all students and reserves the right to withhold academic credits if a student’s
attendance record is insufficient. Absences are divided in the following categories:

2. Excused Absences

 Personal illness

» Medical appointments

« Family emergencies

» Approved pre-arranged absences

Students must turn in missed assignments on the day they return to school. Homework assigned
prior to the absence is due on the day the student returns. Tests assigned before the absence or
that occur during the absence should be taken the day the student returns to school.

Make-up work should be completed in a time period directly proportional to the number of days
absent. Students can only have 2 excused absences each semester outside of extreme
circumstances.

3. Planned Absences

e Family vacation

e Church retreats

« College visits

Prior to the planned absence, students must obtain approval from the principal. Students must
then obtain signatures from their teachers. The signatures and assignment arrangements must
be turned in to the office 24 hours prior to the requested absence to ensure that arrangements
have been made to make up work.

The administration has the right to accept or deny the absence excuse based on previous
attendance records and/or academic performance. Absences for things such as shopping, going
to the beach, or skiing will be denied unless they are considered by the school to be family
vacations. When extensive travel is involved for student spectators to BACAL games, the
principal will determine if students may be excused early. Students will be given an unexcused
absence for periods missed without prior approval.

4. Unexcused Absences
« Lack of transportation
e Truancy

This includes absences for all reasons not listed as excused. A student will receive a zero in
each class missed and will not be permitted to make up tests, quizzes, and homework for
credit. High school students with five or more absences per semester may not get course
credit. Additional discipline will be assigned for truancy, single period absences, and leaving
campus without permission.

Truancy: Students absent without parental knowledge are considered to be truant. A suspension
is given to any student who is truant off campus. A suspension will be given to any student that
skips a class but remains on campus. Students that are truant will not be permitted to make up
class work, homework quizzes or tests.

Maximum Absence Policy: Because of the importance of regular class attendance, students are
not permitted to miss a class more than five times in a semester. On the sixth absence, the
student’s record will be reviewed by the administration to determine a possible course of action.
The student may be dropped from class with a failing grade or allowed to continue class under a
strict contract. Only school athletic contests, field trips, school performances and cases of
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extreme emergency will be exempt from this policy. If a student is dropped from a class with no
credit, the grade at the time of the drop will determine eligibility. The following notification
procedure will be followed:

* Three absences: parents of the student will receive a letter.

« Five absences: parents of the student will receive a letter.

« Six absences: student and parents will be notified of action taken by the principal.

« Students are considered absent if they miss more than 15 minutes of class.

5. Reporting an Absence

To report an absence, parents must call the Front Office (510.222.3828) before 9 a.m. on the
day of the absence. Upon returning to school after an all-day absence, Upper School students
are to bring a note explaining the absence to the office before reporting to class. Lower School
students are to bring a note explaining the absence to his or her teacher. Any absence not
cleared by a parent will be considered truancy, and parents will be notified.

6. Late Arrival

Upper School students must report to the Front Office upon arrival to obtain an admit slip. Lower
School students must report to his or her teacher who will report the time of arrival to the office.
Either a note presented at that time or a telephone call from a parent stating the reason for the
late arrival is required. The Front Office will determine if the tardiness is excused or unexcused.
There are many reasons for being late to school but few excuses.

Upper School Tardy Policy: The following tardy plan applies to each nine-week quarter:
e First — Third tardy — No discipline assigned

e Fourth Tardy — Detention

« Fifth Tardy — Saturday School

e Subsequent tardies will result in new levels of discipline and/or suspensions.

* Tardies are accumulated throughout the day for each nine-week quarter.

¢ Students will be considered tardy if they arrive to class within 15 minutes after class
starts.

e After 15 minutes a student is considered absent.

* Three tardies equal one absence

e Students are given a clean slate at the beginning of each quarter.

7. Leaving Campus

CCA is a closed campus. Students are not permitted to leave the campus unless they
make previous arrangements with the office. Violators are considered to be truant and will
receive a suspension. Students will be released from school only with a parental note or phone
call.

Regarding llinesses:
When a child misses school due to an iliness, the school is happy to provide make-up work within
the following guidelines:

(1) Please call the school before 11 am in order for the staff to guarantee that the assignments
will be available in the office by 3 pm.

(2) Parents or older siblings should arrange to pick up the materials in the office. Check-out time
is usually quite hectic and not a good time for the sibling teacher to guarantee a smooth transfer
of the material to an older child.

(3) Remember, assignments given are provided as an estimation of what will be covered in the

child’s absence. It is not meant to be a guarantee that the child will be exactly where the class is
when they return.
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(4) Students are allowed the number of days they are absent to turn in missing assignments or
make up any tests or quizzes missed.

Regarding Family Vacations:

Regular attendance is absolutely essential for successful school work. Parents should be advised
that even when missed school work is “made up”, all absences may negatively impact their child’s
understanding of the material missed. Key concepts and other skills taught and discussions in the
classroom may be difficult to acquire from parents in a vacation mode. It is also often difficult for a
teacher to provide a one-on-one tutorial setting to cover missed concepts.

Regarding doctor or dentist appointments:
Please encourage parents to make every effort to schedule all medical appointments for after
3:30 pm.

Regarding late arrivals or early dismissals:
To avoid an absence, a student must be in school at least four (4) hours of EACH school day.
When tardy they should go directly to the office for a “late slip.”

***Parents should not pick up their students just before dismissal.

Regarding Tardies:
All tardies are counted and 3 tardies equal one absence on the child’s record. Excessive
absenteeism will be dealt with by the administration.

Attendance Awards:

Perfect Attendance Awards are given to those students with no tardies and no absences during
the regular school year. Attendance Awards are given to those students with no more than 3
tardies, and no absences during the regular school year.

IV. ACADEMICS

The academic section outlines the basic academic requirements effective for the 2008 — 2009
school year. Additional detailed requirements and procedural questions can be addressed to
assigned counselors.

Silent Sustained Reading

Sustained Silent Reading (SSR) is a period of uninterrupted silent reading intended to improve
reading comprehension, the pace of student reading, vocabulary skills, and spelling. Students,
and ideally their teachers, silently read a book of their choice for a set amount of time. SSR is
based upon a single simple principle: Reading is a skill. And like all skills, the more you use it, the
better you get at it. Conversely, the less you use it, the more difficult it is.

Guidelines for Using Sustained Silent Reading Time

¢ Students and staff must read for the entire allotted reading period.

* You cannot do homework or read any material for another course. SSR is not a study
hall.

* You must read a book (no magazines or newspapers where text competes with pictures),
preferably one that tells a story (e.g. novels, histories and biographies rather than books
of lists or facts where readers can’t sustain attention, build up speed and fluency, or grow
to love good stories.)

* You must have a book in your possession when SSR times starts; this is the main
responsibility involved in coming prepared to class.

* You may not talk or disturb the others.

* You may sit or recline wherever you like as long as feet don’t go up on the furniture and
rule #5 is maintained.
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¢ Please don't ask to leave the room at this time. It disturbs others.

A. Promotion/Graduation Requirements

1. Middle School

Students are required to attend middle school (seventh and eighth grades) a minimum of two
years (four semesters). Students must have a seventh and eighth grade 2.0 cumulative grade
point average to achieve promotion to high school. Any student who receives a failing grade for a
semester does not receive credit for that course and must repeat the semester of the course
failed, if the class is needed for promotion.

The student is expected to re-take the failed course during summer school. A failed math course
may be re-taken the following school year. The only failed courses that a student is not expected
to repeat are those in which there are no options, such as the elective classes or physical
education. In all cases, though, the cumulative 2.0 grade point average is needed in order for the
student to achieve promotion to high school.

The required courses for middle school are: Bible, English, Mathematics, History, Science,
Physical Education, Computers, Project Prep and Community Leadership. Middle School
students may enroll in the grade appropriate elective of their choice.

2. High School

Calvary Christian Academy is a college-preparatory school; therefore, students are required to
attend high school for four years (eight semesters) and satisfactorily pass the prescribed
curriculum to achieve graduation. In order to receive a Calvary Christian Academy high school
diploma, students must earn a minimum of 260 credits in required and elective coursework during
their four years of high school and have at least a 2.0 cumulative grade point average.

Christian Service Hours

As a graduation requirement, each CCA student must complete 25 hours of Christian
service per year with at least 15 hours being performed off campus. (All 25 hours may be
done off campus if the student so chooses). After completing Christian Service hours,
each student must fill out a Christian Service Hour form which contains reflection
questions regarding what was done for service. This form must be returned to the Dean
of Students by May 1st. This service is meant to benefit the student’s local church,
neighborhood, other students, the needy and the Calvary family. A student may not earn
Christian Service hours for jobs or tasks for which he/she is paid. The Dean of Students
must approve Christian Service projects. If a student fails to complete his/her service
hours, a penalty of 10 hours will be assessed in the following year.

B. College Entrance Requirements

You should also take advantage of Advanced
Placement (AP) courses at Calvary, for these AP courses are well respected by private colleges.

COMMUNITY COLLEGE REQUIREMENTS
Community colleges do not have a list of required courses. You are eligible to attend a
community college if you are a high school graduate.

C. Course Offerings

Social Studies

WORLD HISTORY AND GEOGRAPHY
Grade 9, 10 — Year (10 credits)
This course meets the “a” requirement for admission to the University of California system.

In their study of the history of the world from the late 18th century to the present, students will
study aspects of geography, including: its nature and perspectives, population, cultural patterns,
political organization of space, agricultural and rural land use, industrialization and economic
development, and cities and urban land use.

AMERICAN GOVERNMENT
Grade 11, 12 — Semester (5 credits)
This course meets the “a” requirement for admission to the University of California system.

In this course students pursue a deeper understanding of the institutions of American
government. They draw on their studies of American history and of other societies to compare
different systems of government in the world today.

ECONOMICS
Grade 11, 12 — Semester (5 credits)

This course meets the “qg” requirement as an elective for admission to the University of California
system.

In this course students will deepen their understanding of the economic problems and institutions
of the nation and world in which they live and will learn to make reasoned decisions in economic
issues.

U.S. HISTORY
Grade 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)
This course meets the “a” requirement for admission to the University of California system.

A review of the Revolutionary Period through the 19th century, with the major emphasis on the
United States History in the 20th century, will be examined in this course. Major themes and
turning points in the twentieth century will reflect continuity and change from the nation’s
beginnings.

English
ENGLISH |

Grade 9 — Year (10 credits)
This course meets the “b” requirement for admission to the University of California and California
State University systems.

This course will provide students with the literacy skills needed for high school. Students will
develop strategies for reading both literature and expository texts; writing in multiple genres with
appropriate use of conventions; and listening and speaking as aligned with the state standards.

ENGLISH II
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Grade 10 — Year (10 credits)
This course meets the “b” requirement for admission to the University of California system.

This course will assist students as they continue to develop strategies for reading both literature
and expository texts, for writing in multiple genres with appropriate use of conventions, and for
listening and speaking as aligned with the state standards. Students will refine skills in writing
essays, in conducting research, and in making presentations and speeches.

AMERICAN LITERATURE AND COMPOSITION

Grade 11 — Year (10 credits)

This course meets the “b” requirement for admission to the University of California and California
State University systems.

This course is designed for the student ready for introduction to literary study and composition.
The course includes the study of American literature and historical narrative. The focus is on
critical reading, writing and thinking strategies as aligned with the state standards.

ENGLISH LITERATURE AND COMPOSITION

Grade 12 — Year (10 credits)

This course meets the “b” requirement for admission to the University of California and California
State University systems.

This course provides a survey of British literature from Anglo-Saxon poetry through the
modernists. Students have an opportunity to do an in-depth research project on a novelist and
his or her work. In addition, there is a general review of pertinent grammar, usage, and
mechanics rules through the medium of the personal essay. Students also work on college
essays and letters of application.

AP ENGLISH LITERATURE AND COMPOSITION

Grade 12 — Year (10 credits)

Prerequisite: The following indicators will be reviewed when placing a student in advanced course
work: Proficient or above on the Stanford Achievement Test (SAT), teacher recommendation;
signed contract and passing grades in previous English classes. This course meets the “b”
requirement for admission to the University of California and California State University systems.

This course is for the student who is capable of performing advanced literary study and
composition. This course includes the study of British literature, including the Anglo Saxon and
Medieval periods to the present. Some works by authors other than British are included. Literary
analysis and interpretation will be the focus of reading and written and oral activities. Students
also work on college essays and letters of application. Additionally, this course prepares students
to take the Advanced Placement Exam.

Math
ALGEBRA |
Grade 9, 10 — Year (10 credits)
Prerequisite: Passing grade in Pre-Algebra. This course meets the “c” requirement for admission
to the University of California and California State University systems.

The algebra skills and concepts developed in this discipline are useful to all students. Aside from
learning these skills and concepts, as defined by the California State Standards, students will
develop their ability to work with polynomials, relations, linear equations, quadratics, probability
and statistics.

GEOMETRY
Grade 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)
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Prerequisite: Passing grade in Algebra. This course meets the “c” requirement for admission to
the University of California and California State University systems.

The geometry skills and concepts developed in this discipline are useful to all students. Aside
from learning these skills and concepts, as defined by the California State Standards, students
will develop their ability to construct formal, logical arguments and proofs in geometric settings
and problems.

TRIGONOMETRY AND ALGEBRA I

Grade 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

Prerequisite: Passing grade in Geometry. This course meets the “c” requirement for admission to
the University of California and California State University systems.

This course addresses the standards defined in the Algebra Il and Trigonometry State Standards
including linear and quadratic functions, logarithms, exponential functions, conics, combinations,
binomial theorem, sequences, trigonometric functions, and probability and statistics.

PRE-CALCULUS

Grade 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

Prerequisite: Passing grade in Algebra Il, teacher recommendation. This course meets the “c”
requirement for admission to the University of California and California State University systems.

This course is designed to continue the study of algebraic and trigonometric functions, to
introduce the methods and utility of mathematical analysis, and to introduce theory in preparation
for integral and differential calculus. This course is designed to meet the recommendations of the
California Mathematics Framework.

CALCULUS

Grade 12 — Year (10 credits)

A grade of B or better in Pre-Calculus, or a grade of B or better in Algebra Il and the
recommendation of previous mathematics teachers and a signed contract. A grade of B or better
on the calculus readiness test offered during the summer is also requirement. This course meets
the “c” requirement for admission to the University of California and California State University
systems.

This course covers the materials presented in the first semester of a college calculus course for

mathematicians, scientists and engineers. Students are presented with new concepts and given
the opportunity to assess and reinforce their understanding through practice problems.

Laboratory Science

BIOLOGY

Grade 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

Prerequisite: Passing grade in Algebra | or concurrent enrollment. This course meets the “d”
requirement for admission to the University of California system.

Biology is a lab science course for college bound students, based upon the California State
Biology/Life Science Standards. The major strands are Cell Biology, Genetics, Ecology,
Creationism, Physiology, and an explanation of the Theory of Evolution, with the Investigation
and Experimentation strand integrated throughout the curriculum.

CHEMISTRY

Grade 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

Prerequisite: Passing grade in Algebra I. This course meets the “d” requirement for admission to
the University of California system.
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This is a lab science course, based upon the California State Chemistry Standards. The major
strands are Atomic and Molecular Structure, Chemical Bonds, Conservation of Matter, Gases and
Their Properties, Acids and Bases, Solutions, Chemical Thermodynamics, Reaction Rates,
Chemical Equilibrium and Organic & Biochemistry, with the Investigation and Experimentation
strand integrated throughout the curriculum.

PHYSICS

Grade 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

Prerequisite: Algebra Il completed or concurrent enrollment. This course meets the “d”
requirement for admission to the University of California system.

This course is based upon the California State Standards for Physics, addressing the concepts of
motion, forces, conservation of energy and momentum, heat, thermodynamics, waves, electronic
and magnetic phenomena, and integrating investigations and experimentation throughout the
course.

AP ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE

Grades 12 — Year (10 credits)

Prerequisite: Passing grades in Biology and Chemistry, or Physics; Teacher recommendation,
signed contract. This course meets the “d or g” requirement for admission to the University of
California system.

This course provides students with the scientific principles, concepts, and methodologies required
to understand the interrelationships of the natural world, to identify and analyze environmental
problems both natural and human-made, to evaluate the relative risks associated with these
problems, and to examine alternative solutions for resolving and/or preventing them.

World Languages

AMERICAN SIGN LANGUAGE
Grades 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)
This course meets the “e” requirement for admission to the University of California system.

The purpose of this course is to enable students to begin to acquire proficiency in the language
through a linguistic, communicative, and cultural approach to language learning. Emphasis is
placed on the development of listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills, and on acquisition of
the fundamentals of applied grammar. Cross-cultural understanding is fostered and real-life
applications are emphasized throughout the course.

FRENCH I
Grades 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)
This course meets the “e” requirement for admission to the University of California system.

French | introduces students to the French language and culture. Beginning students focus on
understanding the language and speaking it in short conversations. As they advance, they learn
to read and write French, but throughout the year, the focus remains on oral communication. This
kind of interchange is facilitated by the fact that French classes are traditionally small. Besides
the use of tapes, and magazines, students are aided in their study of French through music, art,
and cuisine. To further increase their understanding of the French culture, students begin to
correspond with young people in France and other French-speaking countries.

SPANISH |

Grades 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)
This course meets the “e” requirement for admission to the University of California system.
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Extensive oral and written work in Spanish both in the classroom and in the home, an extensive
study of structure (grammar), and readings on Latin American and Spanish culture will be
included in this course. Daily written and oral homework will be assigned. The emphasis is on
listening and speaking proficiency in Spanish.

SPANISH II
Grades 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)
This course meets the “e” requirement for admission to the University of California system.

Continuation of first year Spanish. The four skills of reading, speaking, listening and writing are
further developed. Greater stress is placed in the study of the culture of the Spanish-speaking
people.

SPANISH Il
Grades 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)
This course meets the “e” requirement for admission to the University of California system.

This course stresses proficiency in understanding, speaking, writing, and reading with emphasis
on correct grammar, syntax, and vocabulary development.

SPANISH FILM AND LITERATURE (Honors Course)

Grades 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

Prerequisite: A grade of B or better in Spanish Ill. This course meets the “e” requirement for
admission to the University of California system.

Spanish Film and Literature is an honors level course for those students who have completed
Spanish Il and have chosen to increase their mastery of Spanish in all four skills: listening,
speaking, reading and writing. Building on previously learned concepts, students broaden their
communication skills through written reflections and speaking situations based on Spanish
language film and literature. This course also focuses on the multi-faceted history, literature, and
culture of the Hispanic world.

Physical Education

PHYSICAL EDUCATION/HEALTH

Grade 9, 10, 11, 12 --Year (10 credits)

The Physical Education/Health course is designed to introduce students to a variety of activities
that will build a foundation for making appropriate choices for physical well-being and fitness. It
will expand upon the foundation provided in the 7" 8" grade for making appropriate choices for
physical well-being and fitness. Student will also fulfill the health requirement for graduation

Visual and Performing Arts

ART

Grades 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

» Materials fee

This course meets the “f” requirement for admission to the University of California system.

This course will introduce the student to the various ways of producing artistic pieces in the areas
of drawing, design, color, painting, three-dimensional, and printmaking. Motivation will be
provided by the use of universal themes, historical and cultural examples, and creative
expression. Evaluation will be based on technique, use of perceptual tools, craftsmanship, and
personal involvement.
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PRAISE BAND

Grades 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

Prerequisites: An audition will take place during the summer. This course meets the “f’
requirement for admission to the University of California system.

Students will discover the world of music through hands on work with the praise band.

Musical terminology, rhythmic figures and basic reading skills will be learned to further enhance
this experience. Students are required to participate in all performances and festivals. Students
will learn about music in a historical context and study the impact different musical styles on our
culture.

DANCE
Grades 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

Dance engages students in a physical, intellectual, and creative art form that also provides a
means of establishing identity and self-esteem. Dance in our culture and in other cultures around
the world has become another way to express and communicate meaning, values and customs.
Dance also fosters a sense of community and teamwork as students learn to trust and respect
each other as they work through a series of collaborative, improvisational exercises that
eventually culminate in a choreographed performance.

Bible

WORLD RELIGIONS
Grades 9, 10 — Year (10 credits)

This course will examine Christianity: The biblical sources and the central figure of Jesus;
Christian theology; the history of Christianity; and Christianity in the modern world as well as
teach the fundamental characteristics and beliefs of a Christian. It will study of the nature, origin
and development of the major non-Christian religions and cults of the world in order to establish a
base knowledge needed for missionary work.

MORALITY
Grades 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

This course will give the student the knowledge of how we are to live based on the Word of God.
They will be given principles for living an upright life based on the idea that the human person is
made in the image and likeness of God. Students will be offered the scriptural, theological, and
philosophical principles which will enable them to make correct moral choices. It will expand the
student's view of the moral problems which will confront him/her as a mature human being. This
course will take up the Christian vision of human sexuality and the problems of living it in the
contemporary world. It will take up justice issues such as poverty, racism, war and peace, and
enable the student to explain the Christian vision on these important matters. It will give the
student a basic grasp of the issues, knowledge of the vocabulary, and the ability to articulate the
Christian solution to many of these issues.

INTEGRATION OF PSYCHOLOGY AND THEOLOGY
Grades 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

This course reviews scholarly attempts to relate the science and practice of psychology to
Christian theology and faith. Specific models of integration, views of human personhood,
definitions of iliness, and sources of cure will be explored from compatible and contradictory
perspectives. Special attention will be given to the role of the explicitly Christian goals and
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interventions in the pursuit of psychological heath. The goal of the course is to facilitate student’s
formal integration of their studies of psychology and theology.

ESCHATOLOGY AND PROPHETIC LITERATURE (Honors Course)

Grades 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

This course meets the “g” requirement for admission to the University of California system.
This course will examine literature and Christian teachings concerning the end times and last
things--their biblical basis, historical formulations, and contemporary relevance. Topics covered

include the return of Christ, the final judgment, the resurrection of the body, and eternal life.

Christian Leadership

CHRISTIAN LEADERSHIP
Grades 9, 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

Students are introduced to current and historical definitions of community and "service," to the
variety of organizations providing service within communities, to differing concepts of community
and influence within communities, and to the challenges facing leaders within community
organizations as they work to address key problems.

Life Skills
LIFE SKILLS
Grades 10, 11, 12 — Year (10 credits)

This class introduces life management issues that students may encounter in the future such as
nutrition, food selection, the prevention of food borne iliness, cooking safety and sanitation;
healthy decision-making, introductory sewing skills, citizenship, banking, budgeting,
consumerism, child-care, pre-parenting skills, and giving back to the community. They will learn
about car care, landscaping and minor home repairs. Students will also learn about goal setting
and employability, and will learn to be problem-solvers, and decision-makers.

Project Preparation

PROJECT PREP + INTRODUCTION TO DIGITAL PORTFOLIO’S
Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Over the course of the biweekly semester long course, students will be formally “introduced” to
the actualized definition of project-based learning at Calvary. Schoolwide practices and student
expectations for our school year will be an on-going dialogue in the class. We will identify and
practice meaningful means of reflection, cooperative learning, peer critique, revision and time
management. We will also set the framework, learn the processes and build the foundation for
what will be on-going portfolios of each student’s work and reflections, to be ultimately chronicled
via CCA student-created websites.

Elements of a successful project:

. Arise from a meaningful question

. Take time

. Require investigation

. Student input overrides rigid structure

. Follow a timeline with articulated milestones to be reached along the way
. Require a tangible end project

. Include presentation/exhibition for real audience

. Include moments of reflection

. Blur subject area boundaries; emphasize issues, skills, concepts
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10. Blur the supposed line between the "slow" and "fast" learner
11. Create a culture of accomplishment in the classroom

12. Connect students with adults and teachers as mentors

13. Conceive of teachers as "facilitators" and students as "workers"

Project Prep students, like teachers, will understand the elements of successful project design by
designing, implementing, and experiencing small-scale project-based learning activities in class.
We will gather practical and creative ideas for applying personal interests and passions to
projects. Additionally, the rationale for an integrated curriculum will be presented and discussed.

What Is Project-Based Learning?

e A structure that transforms teaching from "teachers telling" to "students doing." More
specifically, project-based learning can be defined as: Engaging learning experiences
that involve students in complex, real-world projects through which they develop and
apply skills and knowledge

* A strategy that recognizes that significant learning taps students' inherent drive to learn,
capability to do work, and need to be taken seriously

e Learning in which curricular outcomes can be identified up-front, but in which the
outcomes of the student's learning process are neither predetermined nor fully
predictable

* Learning that requires students to draw from many information sources and disciplines in
order to solve problems

* Experiences through which students learn to manage and allocate resources such as
time and materials

Academic Support

ACADEMIC SUPPORT
Grades 9, 10, 11, 12 - Year

Through the academic support program, CCA seeks to increase its students’ opportunities for
success in study. In particular, the program is designed to: improve student organization, study,
writing, time-management, and exam-taking skills; put students in touch with resources that can
improve their school experience; and help students develop the analytical skills necessary for
success in a college-preparatory environment. Students are assigned to academic support
based on teacher recommendations and previous classroom performance.

Computer Literacy and Keyboarding

COMPUTER
Grades 7, 8,9, 10 — Year

The Computer Literacy/Keyboarding Course is designed to offer students the opportunity to learn
keyboarding and computer skills, or to reinforce skills they have already learned, so that students
become more successful in completing academic work and are properly prepared for the
technological skills required in today’s information age. The course introduces students to basic
computer vocabulary, keyboarding, word processing, computer research skills, Inspiration®
software, and multimedia presentation possibilities such as PowerPoint, Publisher, and Excel.

D. Grading Values and GPA
Our grading schedule has changed to reflect grades that are acceptable for college admission.
Letter grades correspond with the following grade values:

1. Honors, Advanced Placement (AP), and College Classes

In instances where honors and AP classes are offered, grade point values for the letter grades
“A” through “C-" are calculated on a 5.0 to 3.0 scale in recognition of the additional work required
(i.,e. A+/A=5.0, A-=4.7, B+ = 4.3, etc.). Grades lower than a “C-" in honors or AP classes will
not receive an extra grade point and may result in the student’s placement in a non-honors class.
College classes will be weighted according to the weight given to the equivalent CCA class.
Students who wish to receive honors credit in a course must sign a contractual agreement that
outlines student responsibility and course requirements; failure to meet requirements will result in
that student not receiving honors credit.

2. Computation of Grades

Quarter grades are based on grades from the student’s work within the first nine-week period of
each semester. They are intended to provide a helpful indicator of progress and do not become a
part of the permanent academic record. However, academic, athletic eligibility, and work permit
eligibility are based on both quarter and semester grades. Semester grades are based on work
for the entire semester. Semester grades are the result of cumulative grades received within the
semester and become a part of the permanent academic record. Second semester grades reflect
the standard of work for the second semester only and are not combined with the first semester.
The middle school cumulative grade point average (GPA) includes courses taken in grades 7 and
8. The high school GPA includes courses taken in grades 9 through 12. Honor roll, class rank, co-
curricular eligibility, athletic and academic probation are all based on the GPA and become a
resource for college information.

E. Academic Achievement

The honor roll is determined each semester. To receive honors, students must earn a cumulative
grade point average (GPA) between 3.20 and 3.49 for the semester; for high honors a student
must earn a GPA between 3.50 and 3.74; for Principal List honors a student must earn a GPA of
3.75 or above.

Seniors who have maintained a cumulative GPA of 3.20 or above during the four years of high
school will graduate with honors; those whose GPA is 3.50 or above will graduate with high
honors; and those whose GPA is 3.75 or above will graduate with highest honors. Graduation
recognition for the honors’ status is derived from the cumulative GPA at the end of seventh
semester.

High school valedictorians and salutatorians are announced during the third quarter of the senior
year. These honors are given on the basis of the cumulative GPA at the end of the first semester
of the senior year. To be eligible, students must be enrolled at CCA for both their junior and
senior years. The senior(s) with the highest GPA(s) will be valedictorians. The senior(s) with the
next highest GPA(s) will be salutatorians.

Middle school valedictorians and salutatorians are determined on the basis of the cumulative
GPA (of seventh and eighth grades) at the conclusion of the first semester of the eighth grade
year. To be eligible, students must be enrolled at CCA for their seventh and eighth grade years.
The eighth grader(s) with the highest GPA(s) will be selected as valedictorian(s) while those with
the second highest will be named salutatorian(s).
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F. Reports to Parents

Official semester grades will be mailed home at the end of each semester. Semester grades are
a part of the student’s official transcript. Quarter progress report grades will be posted for each
student on Renweb at designated times halfway through the semester. Even though these
progress grades do not appear on the transcript, they are very important in specific situations.
These quarter grades are used to determine: athletic eligibility, academic probation status, work
permit eligibility and, in the third quarter, fulfillment of prerequisites needed for class registration
for the following school year.

Parents and students may access their grades on Renweb. Teachers are required to post
updated grades every Monday at 8 a.m. Parents are encouraged to contact teachers using their
school e-mail address with any questions or concerns. Academic counselors will be available to
help with students struggling academically, but it will always be expected that parents have first
made direct contact with the teachers.

V. IMMERSION

Immersion is a two-week learning program of intensive study in a single elected subject area and
is unique among both public and private schools. Immersion, also known as Student Choice, is
required of all students enrolled in grades one through twelve. Typically, students and teachers
work together to prepare for a culminating activity. This is also a time when CCA students do a
great deal of foreign study and travel. Students may also use the two week period for
specialized independent studies.

Grades: 7-12

Cost: TBD, under $50

This class will seek to answer every question you've ever had when you look up at night. Or in
the daytime, but hopefully when you do that it's not at the sun, because that’s bad. I'll tell you
about that during the program, too, if you want. This program will cover topics such as: the size of
the universe, its age and fate, the life cycle of our sun, the origin of our solar system, the
possibility of life on other planets, the possibility of moving to other planets, the nature and cause
of nebulae, black holes, supernovae, and every other pretty thing the Hubble has taken pictures
of. Yes, we'll even talk about why Pluto isn’t a planet anymore. On top of that, any questions you
still have left will be answered as they come.

Weather permitting; we'll be spending at least one night under the stars, looking at everything
through the lens of your newfound knowledge in the class. No longer will you just see points of
light. You will look up and see white dwarfs, red giants, nebulae, invisible planets, the past and
our future. Following that (or preceding it) will be a visit to the Chabot Space and Science center
in Oakland, which will include a Planetarium show as well as a MegaDome Movie, the subject of
which will be voted on by you, as a group.

VI. ATHLETICS, ACTIVITIES AND ELIGIBILITY

A. Athletics

Calvary Christian Academy values the role that athletics play in students’ lives. Many values that
are useful in society can be taught and learned through athletics. These values include:

» The sacrifice of personal goals for the betterment of the whole body

* Respect for authority

« The handling of criticism and struggles

« Self-control

» The setting of and working towards a goal

« Working with a group of people

« Being an example of Christ in a public forum

These and many other values can be learned and exercised in a player-team-coach relationship
at CCA. If a student desires to participate on a team at CCA, there are conditions that the
student and his or her parent must understand. Players must commit to being at all practices and
games. Many students who want to play on teams do not have the time to do so. They end up
juggling too many activities and do not do justice to any of them. This is unfair for all parties
involved. The coach will inform students trying out for the team of the time commitment.

When a student makes an athletic team at CCA, there are a number of responsibilities required of
him or her:

« Follow the rules and regulations listed in the student handbook.

« Strive for academic and behavioral success in the classroom.
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* Respect those in authority whether a coach or an official.

« Use self-control at all times, before, during and after the contest.

« Accept your role as a player while always trying to improve yourself.

« Treat visiting teams as guests in your home, while understanding that we must act as guests at
the school we are visiting.

» Accept defeat graciously and show modesty and humility in victory.

* Be in school (by 11:35 am) to be able to participate in any games that day.

* Be at all practices during the week in which a game is scheduled.

B. Student Council

The Student Council is a student service-oriented organization established to promote leadership
and the best possible communication among students, staff, parents, and the community.
Student council officers and class officers (President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, etc.)
are elected in the spring. Seventh grade Class Representatives are elected in the fall.

C. Eligibility for students involved in co-curricular or extra-curricular
activities

1. Academic Eligibility — athletics, music, clubs and drama

Students must maintain full-time status — minimum of five classes.

Students must maintain a 2.0 GPA based on official transcript grades and have no failing grades.
Elective PE classes will not count towards the eligibility GPA. A student who does not meet the
minimum academic standards will begin ineligibility the Monday after the issuance of report cards
and will last for nine school weeks. A student then becomes eligible if, after nine-weeks, his or
her GPA is at a 2.0 and has no failing grades. Final grades of the second semester determine
eligibility for the following fall’s first nine weeks.

2. Academic Eligibility — student council and class offices

To be eligible for Student Council, students must have maintained an academic cumulative
average of 3.0 for the previous three quarters of the year, prior to running for office. To be

eligible for a class officer position, students must have earned a 2.7 cumulative GPA for the
school year at CCA when they apply for office.

3. Behavioral Eligibility

Students involved in CCA activities (including athletics) must also behave properly throughout the
school day and will be subjected to the discipline policy of CCA. Any student who receives his or
her second level of discipline will be ineligible for three weeks (no activities for 21 days).

Any student who receives a third level of discipline will be ineligible for the rest of the school year.
Any student who is suspended cannot participate in activities during the suspension and may be
subject to more ineligible time depending on his or her status in the discipline system.

4. lllegal Substance Policy

Any CCA student who is part of a curricular and/or co-curricular activity (including athletics) and is
found to use, possess, or distribute alcohol, illegal drugs, or tobacco products or related
paraphernalia, whether on campus or off campus at anytime, will be removed from the activity
immediately for the remainder of the activity. If the student is an athlete, he or she will be
ineligible to participate in playoffs and will not receive any team or individual awards (including
athletic letter) for that sport. There will be no reimbursement of athletic fees. The student will be
subject to suspension or expulsion from school as determined by the administration. The
offending student will be eligible to return to activities only after administrative approval.

VIIl. ADMINISTRATIVE CONTACTS
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Principal — Courtney Torres
Serves as the instructional leader and chief administrator of the school. In addition to being
responsible for maintaining an effective instructional program through the development and
assessment of curriculum and staff, the principal supervises the school physical plant; plans the
school budget; supervises and evaluates the certificated and classified staff; maintains proper
safety standards; and maintains active relationships with the community and close articulation
with other educational levels.

A. Care of Property

¢  Gum chewing is not allowed on campus.

¢ Students must secure permission from the front office for all signs, banners, pictures,
posters or other objects to be hung in designated areas of the school.

* Students responsible for damaged property are to pay for corresponding repair or
replacement costs.

* If school property is to be removed from a classroom, the teacher involved must grant
permission.

B. Bikes and Skateboards

Bikes and skateboards are not to be ridden on campus. Students are to lock bikes to the bike
rack. Skateboards are to be stored in the front office.

C. Student Parking

The Student Parking Lot is located in front of the church. Students are to follow the traffic patterns
and park in the student parking lot only. Students are not allowed to park in the staff or visitor
parking areas during regular school hours. Failure to follow parking rules may result in discipline
by CCA Administration. At the school’s discretion, vehicles may be towed at the owner’s expense.
Parking at CCA is strictly at your own risk. CCA is not responsible for damage or theft to vehicles
parked on school property.

D. Driving on Campus

Driving on campus is a privilege. The speed limit in the parking lot is 3 mph. CCA reserves the
right to revoke campus-driving privileges at any time for unsafe driving practices. Unsafe driving
privileges include:

1. Excessive speed

2. Squealing of tires

3. Failure to wear seat belts
4. Reckless driving
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Parking and/or driving in the staff parking area is forbidden. All children must be dropped off and
picked up from the lower parking lot. Please, do not park in pick-up/drop-off zone.
In addition, California Vehicle Codes should be adhered to at all times.

Students who drive to and from school may not drive other Calvary
Christian Academy students in their vehicle during the school day without written permission, in
advance, from the parents of any student who may be a passenger. Students are not allowed to
drive other students to their any school events that are held off campus (including sports).

E. Search and Seizure

To insure the health and safety of our students, staff and visitors at CCA, all students are subject
to random searches, without prior notice to the students or parents. The search may be
undertaken at the sole discretion of the school administration, with or without probable cause.
The search can be conducted by the administration or by others acting at their request. The
search may include, but is not limited to a student’s person, property, lockers, and vehicle on
campus and at school sponsored activities.

F. Electronics

Cell phones must be turned off and not visible all day. If a cell phone is in use, visible or audible,
it will be confiscated and held in the office for 30 days on the first offense. On the second cell
phone offense, the student will be suspended for one (1) day and the device will be held in the
office for 60 days. On the third offense, the student will be suspended for three (3) days and the
device will be held in the office until the end of the year.

Students are not to use radios, CD players, video games, MP3 players or such devices during the
school day, unless requested to do so by a teacher. Use of these devices during school-related
events such as athletics, outdoor education, retreats, field trips, etc. will be up to the discretion of
the lead adult. iPods and MP3 players are not to be visible or in use during the school day, 7:45
a.m. to 3:15 p.m.. We reserve the right to confiscate the items listed above. Items may be
returned at the discretion of the teacher or administration.

Any electronic device brought on campus is done so at the individual students will and against
school policy; therefore, the school will not be held responsible or liable for any lost, stolen or
damaged property.

Because of the nature of work done in the middle and senior high school students may (but are
not required to) bring lap-tops to school; however, the school IS NOT liable for any lost,
damaged, stolen or damaged property. Any student who wishes to bring a laptop to school must
sign and return a liability release to the school office before school begins and/or when the
student attains said property. Students may not use computers in class unless given permission
by the teacher of that class. Students may not, at any time, use computers in common areas
(hallways, recreation room, chapel, black top, etc.) during break, snack or lunch times.

G. Emergency Medical and Dental Procedures

Your child is not permitted to attend school if any of the following are present.

Fever of more than 100 degrees.

Nausea

Diarrhea

Undiagnosed rash

Flu

Any other suspected or confirmed communicable iliness.

Your child may return to school after:

Your child is free of all communicable symptoms.

The temperature has returned to normal for at least 24 hours.
There has been no vomiting or diarrhea for 24 hours.

Your child has been released by your physician.

What happens if my child becomes ill while at school?

e Your child will be kept isolated and comfortable.
* You will be contacted in class by staff.
e Come pick up your child immediately.

If unable to contact you, we will try other emergency contacts.

Note: Please notify the school office if your child is ill or has been exposed to a contagious
disease. That way, we can inform our other families, if necessary.

Medications

If your child needs to be given medicine while in attendance:
* Complete a “Medication Permission Slip” that’s available in the office.
* Medication must be in its original container.

Original pharmacy label must include: prescription number, date filled, physician’s name,
directions for use, child’s name. The only non-prescription medication given is that which has a
physician’s statement attached.

All medications, including over-the-counter medications (i.e.: cough drops, syrup, Tylenol, etc.)
must be checked in at the office and be accompanied by a Medication Permission Slip. Students
are not to carry medications with them on school grounds or at school events.

Accidents
In the case of an accident involving your child, the following actions will be taken:
* If the accident is minor, first aid will be applied in the office. Cuts and scrapes will be
washed and a bandage applied. An accident report will be completed and given to the
parent at pick-up time.

e If the injury is not life threatening, but requires further treatment, we will make every effort
to contact the parent(s) first, then the emergency contact in the event we cannot reach
the parent.

® In the case of a life-threatening injury, emergency personnel will be called first. Parents
will be called next. If parents cannot be reached, calls will be made to the individuals
listed on your Emergency Information Card. A staff person who is familiar with your child
will accompany your child to the hospital and wait until you or an emergency contact
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person arrives. An accident report will be completed for all accidents that leave a mark or
involve a hard fall.

H. Guests

High school students wishing to invite guests to the Prom must receive approval from the
administration. A “Guest Activity Pass” will be required for the guest to enter the activity. These
passes are available from the office and are valid only with the Principal’s signature.

CCA students with guests at “open events” (e.g. homecoming, football and basketball games,
etc.) are accountable for their guests’ adhering to CCA guidelines.

l. Lost and Found

Books and valuables found on campus will be brought to the office where they may be reclaimed.
Students may check the lost and found cart for lost items. Unclaimed items will be donated to a
local charity.

J. Lunch Program

Food is not allowed in classrooms, library, hallways or black top except by special permission.
Students should eat their lunches in the recreation room (or other designated areas). Trash
should be properly disposed. Offenders will be disciplined.

Due to limited time, microwave warm-ups are limited to one minute per student; there will be no
exception to this rule.

K. Mandatory Events

In order to ensure that the school administration, teaching staff and parents are working together
towards academic excellence and exemplary student character, we all must commit our time to
student success. With that, aforementioned all CCA stakeholders have attendance requirements
throughout the year including: parent-teacher conferences, quarterly open houses/exhibitions,
PTF meetings (minimum of two), and any other event(s) chosen to fulfill the mandatory twenty-
hour service requirement.

L. Student and Parent Media Release

CCA reserves the right to make, produce, reproduce, exhibit, distribute, publish, and transmit by
means of live broadcast, videotape, photograph and print, a students name, grade, voice, picture,
likeness and actions as an individual in positive connection or promotion of school activities.

M. Special Time after Regular School (STARS)

Calvary Christian Academy offers before and after school care in Room 1 for families needing
assistance with child care. Morning STARS is open at 7:00 am and students are released to the
playground at 8:00 am. Afternoon STARS begins fifteen minutes after the child’s school
dismissal time and closes at 6:00 pm. For fee and other information please contact the school
office.
